6 The Promoter shall be responsible for ensuring compliance with all statutory provisions and Local Authority regulations

applying to the event and for all insurance against public liability or any other contingency.

7 The Promoter shall be responsible for ensuring that a PA system and lights in good working condition are provided free

of charge.

8 The Promoter shall ensure a safe supply of electricity and the security of the Artist and the Artist's property at the venue.
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9 The Promoter agrees that the Artist equipment and instruments shall not be made available for use by other performers

or persons except with the specific permission of the Artist.

10 The Promoter undertakes not to make or permit the making of any audio and/or visual recording and/or transmission

of the Artist's performance except with the specific consent of the Artist.

11 This Agreement may not be modified or cancelled except by mutual consent in writing and signed by both parties.

Any rider attached hereto and signed by both parties shall be deemed incorporated into this Agreement.
